As shown above, the network settings dialog lets the admin provide settings for ς 

1. TCP port used by the server to listen to the backup/restore requests (default 6061) 

2. List of all published network addresses which will be visible to inSync clients for backup. 

3. TCP/HTTPs port used by server to listen to browser/web restore requests (default 441) 

4. Published IP addresses, which will be visible to inSync users for browser/web restore. 

The server uses the IP addresses of first active network card found as default for list of published IP 

addresses.
