Download the Druvaa inSync server version 2.2 from local enterprise resources or Druvaa website 

(http://www.druvaa.com/) and start the installation. 

The installation will take you through 5 simple screens to install the server. Once finished the server

The server once configured, sends critical alerts, activity logs and notifications to the administrator. 

As shown above, Please provide the following details for email/SMTP configuration ς 

1. SMTP server name/IP address 

2. SMTP port (generally 25 for non-secure and 587 for secure SMTP connection) 

3. STMP username for authentication with the server

As shown above, the network settings dialog lets the admin provide settings for ς 

1. TCP port used by the server to listen to the backup/restore requests (default 6061) 

2. List of all published network addresses which will be visible to inSync clients for backup. 

3. TCP/HTTPs port used by server to listen to browser/web restore requests (default 441) 

4. Published IP addresses, which will be visible to inSync users for browser/web restore. 

The server uses the IP addresses of first active network card found as default for list of published IP 

addresses. 

Network setting is one of the most important steps of the server configuration. For details please
